AB 185: Expanding Licensed Home-Based
Child Care In Common-Interest Communities

e Child care providers have expressed wanting to bring this bill back
in 2027

What is Next:

Nevada's child care crisis remains a prominent issue impacting thousands of families. We were
disheartened by Governor Lombardo's veto of AB185 as it means families will continue to struggle. CAA
remains steadfast in our advocacy for equitable licensure opportunities for home-based child care

providers in the interim, including broadening conversations with state leaders and stakeholders to alert

them of their power to alleviate the crisis.




SB 460: Universal Pre-Kindergarten

e Senate Bill 460 was introduced on April 29, 2025
— amended to become a cohesive bill combing the priorities of
both Senate Majority Leader Nicole Cannizzaro, and Governor Joe
Lombardo
— passed the legislature on June 2, 2025
— signed by Governor Joe Lombardo on June 10, 2025!

SB 460: Universal Pre-Kindergarten ....continueq....

e Based on SB 460, a pre-kindergarten program must:

o Serve children who are 4 years of age whose family has a
household income less than or equal to 250 percent of the
federal poverty level

o Who have individualized educational plans (IEPs)

o Who are members of a vulnerable and historically underserved
population

o Whose primary language is not English




SB 460: Universal Pre-Kindergarten continued

e SB 460 appropriates:

o $12,000,000 to the Early Childhood Literacy and Readiness
Account for grants supporting early childhood literacy and
readiness.

o Allows students to attend public schools outside their zone

o Appropriates $7,000,000 to provide transportation for students
with financial need.

Next Steps:
e Monitor appropriations and requirements for early childhood
programs to access funds
